In 
recent years, without 
censorship and with a 
large number of inde-
pendent filmmakers 
of all genres, Polish 
productions tend to 
be more inspired by 
American fi lms.

A memorial exhibi-
tion will open today 
at the Shanghai Art 
Museum for Tang 
Yun, a modern master 
of Chinese paintings. 
More than 200 paint-
ings and calligraphy 
works will be on exhibi-
tion. Tang specialized 
in painting traditional 
Chinese subjects, such 
as mountains, rivers, 
flowers and birds. His 
paintings, depicting 
flowers and birds, are 
famous for their elabo-
rate beauty and grace.
