It includes
five parts:Notes, Daily Life Services, Services for Stay
and Residence in Guizhou, Relevant Services for Work in
Guizhou, Travelling and Leisure, covering matters such
as residence registration, SIM card, bank card, residence
permit, work permit, social insurance, mobile payment,
transportation, payment of individual income tax, etc. We
will update the Guidelines on an annual basis pursuant to
changes in relevant policies and procedures.
